Surface Mounted

1. Remove the diffuser by inserting the provided
Rapid Release tool into the release hole on one
of the ends.

Pullthe diffuser away from the body, pivoting
from the other end to completely disengage the
diffuser.

Disconnect the diffuser assembly lead from the
socket provided on the body

2. Secure the body onto the mounting surface
with appropriate fasteners (not supplied) to suit
mounting substrate.

4. Reposition the diffuserinto the body and firmly
pressto secureinplace.
